Key Job Functions
Activity Supervision
e Participate in proper activity training for all Geneva Hills activities assigned by the Executive

Director.
Ensure that all activities are being run properly and on time.
Accounts for and cares for all sports equipment including balls, bats, hammocks, archery
equipment, frisbees, etc. Any needed equipment fixes or replacements will be reported to the
Executive Director immediately.
Be responsible for the organization and maintenance of all activity equipment being used..
Ensure that the program shed and welcome center basement remains in an organized and
usable condition.

Marketing
